 A service not served by the priest, but simply by one of the 
faithful with the blessing of the priest.   This is usually done 
in the absence to the priest.

       Dr. Džalto has published numerous articles on art history 
and theory, and has authored three books.   A practicing artist 
as well as a scholar, Dr. Džalto’s work includes traditional 
Orthodox iconography as well as performance art and 
installation pieces.
